Five Wounds Portuguese National Church

CORNER OF 28TH
A year ago today, something remarkable happened. For the
first time in 105 years, a woman stepped onto the pulpit on
Easter Sunday in our church to deliver a message about the
Resurrection. That woman was my daughter, Christina
Banderas. After opening the sermon, I introduced her and
invited her to share her message. When she finished, I
concluded the service with a reflection on the meaning of
Easter Sunday. The congregation received it with joy and
enthusiasm. However, someone with a Pharisaic spirit lodged
a complaint with the Diocese. I was asked to explain what had
happened. Once I did, the matter was closed. Now, a year
later, I reflect on that moment and proudly use her message as
the heart of this week’s Corner. After all, the Resurrection of
our Lord is the cornerstone of our Christian faith—the source
of our hope and the reason we sing “Alleluia” with joy. Here
is Christina’s message: “Today is Easter Sunday—a very
special day celebrated all around the world. But do we truly
understand why we celebrate it? Easter is about more than
traditions and festivities. It's about the fact that Jesus saw
humanity’s sin and separation from God. Our God is holy and
just, and even one sin separates us from Him. I never fully
grasped that God's standard for entering heaven is absolute
righteousness, reflected in the Ten Commandments. Romans 3
tells us, ‘All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.’
And Hebrews reminds us, ‘It is appointed unto man once to
die, and then the judgment.” When we die, we will either meet
the Savior—or the Judge. Which side of Jesus will you meet?
Because of His great love for us, even while we were still
sinners, Christ took our punishment upon Himself. Through
His death and resurrection, He made a way back to God. Now,
God can legally dismiss our case—just like in a courtroom—
and grant us eternal life. That’s what Easter is about. ‘All are
Justified freely by His grace through the redemption that came
by Christ Jesus.” (Romans 3:24) This is only possible because
of today—because of the Resurrection. Through it, He
promised to raise us by the same power that raised Him. Have
you accepted His free gift? Have you repented and asked Him
to wash away your sins with His blood? When we do, He
sends us a Helper—the Holy Spirit. And like the people who
found the empty tomb, we can’t help but share the good news
of what He has done. We tell others how Jesus changed our
lives and filled our once-empty hearts, giving us hope through
the Resurrection. Many have claimed to be sent by God. Many
have written books and made promises. But only one tomb is
empty. All the others remain sealed. Only Jesus Christ, the
name above all names, our Lord and Savior, defeated death
and conquered the grave. If He did what He said He would—
if He rose again—then He will surely fulfill all His other
promises. He takes what is dead and brings it back to life. And
He can do the same for you. Nothing is impossible with God.
Because Jesus Christ is alive and living inside those who have
received Him, we can face all our tomorrows with peace and
confidence. No matter what trials come, we know we’ll come
out victorious. Because of today, we never walk alone. Life
can be hard, but the Son of the living God walks with us—
strengthening, guiding, guarding, and cheering us on as we
seek Him with all our heart. This life is like a vapor, a
journey. We are just passing through. But when our time here
is done, the Son of God, who conquered the grave, will fulfill
His promise: ‘I will come again and receive you to Myself,

that where I am, there you may be also.’ (John 14:3) As Jesus
says in John 14:6, ‘I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one
comes to the Father except through Me.’ Do you believe this?
Have you received Him into your heart? Have you confessed
your sins and accepted His free gift of salvation? If not—
remember this: Today is the day of salvation. Tomorrow is not
promised. Don’t wait to make that decision. Get to know Him
personally, as I have. Talk to Him daily. Read your Bible.
Watch Him transform your life. As you draw near to God, He
will draw near to you. And just as the angel said to the women
at the tomb, ‘Do not be afraid, for I know that you are looking
for Jesus, who was crucified. He is not here; He has risen, just
as He said.’ This is the best news anyone could ever receive.
If His promise was fulfilled then, it is still true today—for
you, for me, and for our loved ones who died in Christ.
Because of this day, we have a glorious hope. We serve a
faithful God, one we can trust with our very lives—even to the
point of death—knowing He will raise us up as well. Thank
You, Jesus! Happy Easter!” He is risen! Alleluia! Alleluia!

Faz hoje um ano, algo de extraordindrio aconteceu. Pela primeira
vez em 105 anos, uma mulher subiu ao pulpito no Domingo de
Pascoa, na nossa igreja, para pregar uma mensagem sobre a
Ressurrei¢do. Essa mulher era a minha filha, Christina Banderas.
Depois de abrir o sermao, apresentei-a e convidei-a a partilhar a
sua mensagem. Quando ela terminou, conclui o servigo com uma
reflexdo sobre o significado do Domingo de Pascoa. A
congregacdo recebeu-a com alegria e entusiasmo. Entretanto,
alguém com espirito farisaico apresentou uma queixa a Diocese.
Pediram-me para explicar o que acontecera. Quando o fiz, o
assunto foi encerrado. Agora, um ano depois, reflito sobre esse
momento e uso com orgulho a sua mensagem como o coragéo do
Canto desta semana. Afinal, a Ressurrei¢ao do nosso Senhor ¢ a
pedra angular da nossa fé cristd — a fonte da nossa esperanca e a
razdo pela qual cantamos “Aleluia” com alegria. Eis a mensagem
da Christina: “Hoje ¢ Domingo de Padscoa — um dia muito
especial celebrado em todo o mundo. Mas sera que
compreendemos realmente porque o celebramos? A Pascoa ¢
mais do que tradigdes e festividades. E sobre o facto de Jesus ter
visto o pecado da humanidade e a sua separagido de Deus. O
nosso Deus € santo e justo, e até um pecado nos separa d’Ele.
Nunca compreendi plenamente que o padrdo de Deus para entrar
no céu ¢ a justica absoluta, refletida nos Dez Mandamentos.
Romanos 3 diz-nos: ‘Todos pecaram e carecem da gloria de
Deus’. E Hebreus recorda-nos: ‘Aos homens esta ordenado
morrerem uma s6 vez, vindo entdo o juizo’. Quando morrermos,
encontraremos o Salvador — ou o Juiz. E disso que se trata a
Péscoa. ‘Todos sao justificados gratuitamente pela sua graca,
mediante a redengdo que ha em Cristo Jesus’. (Romanos 3:24)
Isto s6 é possivel por causa do dia de hoje — por causa da
Ressurreigdo. Através dela, Ele prometeu ressuscitar-nos pelo
mesmo poder que O ressuscitou. Aceitou o Seu presente
gratuito? Arrependeu-se e pediu-Lhe que lavasse os seus pecados
com o Seu sangue? Quando o fazemos, Ele envia-nos um
Auxiliador: o Espirito Santo. E tal como as pessoas que
encontraram o timulo vazio, ndo podemos deixar de partilhar as
boas novas do que Ele fez. Contamos aos outros como Jesus
mudou as nossas vidas e encheu os nossos coragdes, outrora
vazios, dando-nos esperanca através da Ressurrei¢do. Muitos
afirmam ter sido enviados por Deus. Muitos escreveram livros e
fizeram promessas. Mas apenas um tumulo est4 vazio. Todos os
outros permanecem selados. S6 Jesus Cristo, 0 nome acima de
todos os nomes, nosso Senhor e Salvador, derrotou a morte e
conquistou o timulo. Se Ele fez o que disse que faria — se
ressuscitou — entdo certamente cumprira todas as Suas outras
promessas. Ele pega no que esta morto e traz-no de volta a vida.
E Ele pode fazer o mesmo por si. Nada ¢ impossivel para Deus.
Porque Jesus Cristo estd vivo e a viver dentro daqueles que O
receberam, podemos enfrentar todos os nossos amanhas com paz
e confianga. Nao importa que provagdes venham, sabemos que
sairemos vitoriosos. Por causa do dia de hoje, nunca caminhamos
sozinhos. A vida pode ser dificil, mas o Filho do Deus vivo
caminha connosco, fortalecendo-nos, guiando-nos, protegendo-
nos e animando-nos enquanto O procuramos de todo o coragdo.
Esta vida é como um vapor, uma viagem. Estamos apenas de
passagem. Mas quando o nosso tempo aqui terminar, o Filho de
Deus, que venceu a sepultura, cumprird a Sua promessa: ‘Virei
outra vez e vos levarei para mim mesmo, para que onde Eu estou
estejais vos também’ (Jodo 14:3). Como Jesus diz em Jodo 14:6:
‘Eu sou o caminho, a verdade e a vida. Ninguém vem ao Pai
sendo por Mim’. Cré nisto? Recebeu-O no seu coragdo?

Confessou os seus pecados e aceitou o dom gratuito da
salvagdo? Se ndo, lembre-se disto: hoje ¢ o dia da salvagdo. O
amanha ndo é prometido. Ndo espere para tomar essa decisdo.
Conhega-O pessoalmente, como eu fiz. Fale com Ele
diariamente. Leia a sua Biblia. Observe-O transformar a sua
vida. A medida que se aproxima de Deus, Ele aproximar-se-a de
si. E, como o anjo disse as mulheres no sepulcro: ‘Nao tenhais
medo, pois Eu sei que procurais Jesus, que foi crucificado. Ele
ndo esta aqui; Ressuscitou, exatamente como tinha dito’. Esta é
a melhor noticia que alguém poderia receber. Se a Sua promessa
foi cumprida naquela época, ainda hoje ¢ verdadeira — para si,
para mim e para os nossos entes queridos que morreram em
Cristo. Por causa deste dia, temos uma esperanga gloriosa.
Servimos um Deus fiel, a quem podemos confiar a nossa propria
vida — até a morte — sabendo que Ele também nos
ressuscitara. Obrigado, Jesus! Feliz Pascoa!” Ele ressuscitou!
Aleluia! Aleluia!
