Five Wounds Portuguese National Church

CORNER OF 28TH
Jorge Corvelo, a young man who loves our church, surprised
me one day with a beautiful picture of the lost sheep and the
shepherd, at a distance. When I look at that picture on the
wall, I am reminded that although I am also a shepherd, I am
often the lost sheep. Jesus often used parables to communicate
His message with His disciples and with us. Of course, the
Pharisees were not happy because they knew the Lord was
clearly referring to them, and that made them uncomfortable.
Even today, many people have a pharisaic attitude when they
are offended by the Lord’s messages whether shared in
homilies, sermons or even writings. Several tines, people
have asked me if my message was meant for them, and my
answer is this: “I preach for everyone, including myself.”
There are many parables in the Scriptures that address the
Lord’s love for us, but the one of the Lost Sheep is one of my
favorites. Today is the Sunday of the Good Shepherd. Jesus,
the Good Shepherd, takes great care of his sheep. Some sheep,
like us, tend to wander, go astray and even get lost at times. It
has been said that a good shepherd sometimes has to do
whatever it takes to prevent one of its sheep from being in any
type of danger or in the way of the enemy’s path of
destruction. When a Shepherd sees that even one of his sheep
is constantly going astray, he has to do something so that it
doesn’t get hurt or lead others astray. In order to prevent it
from continually getting hurt, into trouble or lost, he will
sometimes break the sheep’s hip to then carry it on his
shoulders the rest of the way and keep it close by restoring
that sheep to health. That sheep then learns to stay near the
shepherd, becoming closer than ever, resting on the
Shepherd’s heart. Even after healing, it continues to walk
closely, listening closely to his voice. Similarly, God often
allows us to go through trials simply because He, as the Good
Shepherd, knows that it’s these hard times that are going to
keep us very close to his heart. The times that we are broken
are the times that we too need him to carry us on his shoulders
as a good shepherd does. Complete surrender and reliance on
Him is the safest place for the sheep, by His side, away from
danger. Although this may seem harsh, the Shepherd knows
that the sheep could have been killed and possibly lead others
astray, which would affect the whole flock. He was really
protecting the sheep by allowing brokenness to bring
obedience and restoration. In addition to protecting the sheep
from going astray, the Good Shepherd also sees the need to
protect his sheep from wolves. Wolves try to come in and
dress themselves very well, often disguised in sheep’s
clothing, by acting very nice, in order to try to deceive the
sheep. Eventually, they attack them, as the enemy does, who

has come to kill, steal and destroy. The Shepherd from a
distance sees this too, and has to do what is necessary to
protect his flock. When he sees someone like this that comes
in disguise as a “nice and friendly”, but who then fails to
speak His truth and display the fruits of the Holy Spirit, which
are mentioned in Galatians 5:22, he then must protect his flock
and do what is necessary to keep them from harm. In the same
manner, we too need to do what Jesus says and watch out to
be sure that we are not being deceived by wolves in sheep’s
clothing. Let us continue to stay close to the Shepherd’s heart
by being in His word daily, in prayer and listening to His
voice. After all, as Jesus says in John 10:27: “My sheep listen
to my voice; I know them, and they follow me.” Do you hear
His voice? Are you close to Him? If not, remember this as A.
W. Tozer once said: “The only safe place for a sheep is by the
side of his shepherd, because the devil does not fear sheep; he
just fears the Shepherd.” This Sunday of the Good Shepherd is
a great opportunity to thank God for His unconditional love .
The lost sheep is most likely a gentle one, that needs a little
restoring, while the worst of all is the snotty sheep that is
never satisfied. Let us never become the wolves or the prideful
sheep, never wanting wanting the Shepherd’s help. We should
all long to be the gentle sheep, obedient to the Good Shepherd.
If we should ever become the lost one, by our own fault or
someone else’s, let us be assured that our Good Shepherd will
come looking for us and take us home to join all others in the
sheep pen as long as we are willing to repent. As He says in
His word, He will leave the 99 to go after even one lost sheep.
If you are lost today, it’s just one step back to Jesus who is the
Best Shepherd of all!

Jorge Corvelo, um jovem que ama a nossa igreja, um dia
surpreendeu-me com um lindo quadro da ovelha perdida e do
pastor, a distdncia. Quando olho para esse quadro na parede,
lembro-me de que, embora também seja pastor, muitas vezes sou a
ovelha perdida. Jesus usava frequentemente parabolas para
comunicar a Sua mensagem aos Seus discipulos e a nés. E claro
que os Fariseus ndo ficavam felizes porque sabiam que o Senhor
estava claramente a referir-se a eles e isso deixava-os incomodos.
Ainda hoje, muitas pessoas tém uma atitude farisaica quando se
sentem ofendidas pelas mensagens do Senhor, quer partilhadas em
homilias, sermdes ou mesmo escritos. Ja varias vezes pessoas
perguntaram-me se a minha mensagem se destinava a elas, ¢ a
minha resposta ¢ esta: “Eu prego para todos, inclusive para mim
mesmo”’. H4 muitas parabolas nas Escrituras que abordam o amor
do Senhor por nds, mas a da Ovelha Perdida ¢ uma das minhas
favoritas. Hoje ¢ o Domingo do Bom Pastor. Jesus, o Bom Pastor,
cuida muito bem das Suas ovelhas. Algumas ovelhas, como nos,
tendem a fugir, desviar-se e, as vezes, até perder-se. Diz-se que
um bom pastor as vezes tem que fazer o que for preciso para evitar
que uma das suas ovelhas corra qualquer tipo de perigo ou fique
no caminho de destrui¢do do inimigo. Quando um pastor vé que
mesmo uma das suas ovelhas esta constantemente a desviar-se, ele
tem de fazer algo para que ela ndo se magoe ou desencaminhe
outras ovelhas. Para evitar que ela se magoe continuamente, tenha
problemas ou se perca, ele as vezes quebra o quadril da ovelha
para carrega-la nos ombros pelo resto do caminho e manté-la por
perto, restaurando a satde da ovelha. Essa ovelha aprende entdo a
ficar perto do pastor, tornando-se mais proxima que nunca,
descansando no corag@o do Pastor. Mesmo apos a cura, ela
continua caminhando de perto, ouvindo atentamente a sua voz. Da
mesma forma, Deus muitas vezes permite-nos passar por
provagdes simplesmente porque Ele, como Bom Pastor, sabe que
sdo esses tempos dificeis que nos manterdo muito proximos do seu
coragdo. Os momentos em que estamos frageis sdo os momentos
em que também precisamos que Ele nos carregue nos ombros,
como faz um bom pastor. A completa entrega e confianca n’Ele é
o lugar mais seguro para as ovelhas, ao Seu lado, longe do perigo.
Embora isto possa parecer duro, o Pastor sabe que as ovelhas
poderiam ter sido mortas e possivelmente desencaminhar outras, o
que afetaria todo o rebanho. Ele estava na verdade a proteger as
ovelhas ao permitir que a quebra trouxesse obediéncia e
restauracdo. Além de proteger as ovelhas do extravio, o Bom
Pastor também vé a necessidade de proteger as suas ovelhas dos
lobos. Os lobos tentam entrar e vestir-se muito bem, muitas vezes
disfar¢ados em pele de ovelha, agindo de forma muito simpatica,
para tentar enganar as ovelhas. Eventualmente, atacam-nas, como
faz o inimigo que veio para matar, roubar e destruir. O Pastor a
distancia também vé isso e tem que fazer o que for necessario para
proteger o seu rebanho. Quando ele vé alguém assim que vem
disfarcado de “simpatico e amigéavel”, mas que depois deixa de
falar a Sua verdade e de declarar os frutos do Espirito Santo, que
sdo mencionados em Galatas 5:22, ele entdo deve proteger o seu
rebanho e fazer o que for preciso para manté-las protegidos. Da
mesma maneira, nds também precisamos de fazer o que Jesus diz e
estar atentos para ndo sermos enganados por lobos disfarcados de
cordeiros. Continuemos a estar perto do coragdo do Pastor,
estando diariamente na Sua palavra, em orac¢do e ouvindo a Sua
voz. Afinal, como Jesus diz em Jodo 10:27: “As minhas ovelhas
ouvem a minha voz; Eu conhego-as ¢ elas seguem-me". Vocé ouve
a Sua voz? Vocé esté perto d’Ele? Caso contrario, lembre-se do
que disse certa vez A. W. Tozer: “O unico lugar seguro para uma
ovelha ¢ ao lado do seu pastor, porque o diabo ndo tem medo das
ovelhas; ele apenas teme o pastor”. Este Domingo do Bom Pastor

¢ uma 6tima oportunidade para agradecer a Deus pelo Seu amor
incondicional. A ovelha perdida é provavelmente uma ovelha
gentil, que precisa de um pouco de restauragdo, enquanto a pior
de todas ¢ a ovelha ranhosa que nunca esta satisfeita. Nunca nos
tornemos lobos ou ovelhas orgulhosas, nunca querendo a ajuda
do Pastor. Deveriamos todos desejar ser ovelhas mansas,
obedientes ao Bom Pastor. Se algum dia nos tornarmos perdidas,
por culpa nossa ou de outra pessoa, tenhamos a certeza de que o
nosso Bom Pastor vira procurar-nos e levar-nos-a para casa para
nos juntarmos a todas as outras no curral das ovelhas, desde que
estejamos dispostos a arrepender-nos. Como Ele diz na Sua
palavra, Ele deixara as 99 para ir atras de até mesmo uma ovelha
perdida. Se vocé esta perdido hoje, esta s6 a um passo de Jesus,
que ¢ o Melhor Pastor de todos!
