CORNER OF 28TH
This Sunday—the Second Sunday of Easter—is also
known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Scripture is filled with
references to God's mercy, and all the miracles Jesus
performed serve as both proof of His divinity and His
compassion for humanity. To me, the greatest sign of
His mercy is found in John 20:22-23. After His
resurrection, Jesus appeared to the Apostles and
instituted the Sacrament of Reconciliation: “Receive the
Holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them,
and whose sins you retain are retained.” As confessor, |
always remind penitents that they are not in a court of
judgment and punishment, but in a court of love and
mercy. When someone comes to confession burdened by
guilt or frustration over their sins, I gently share with
them that God's mercy is infinitely greater than any sin
they could bring. I love the Psalms, but one of my
favorites is Psalm 103, especially when sung: “The Lord
is kind and merciful. ”’ 1 could sing that line day and
night. Another powerful example of divine mercy is
found in the parable of the Prodigal Son—a moving
testament to God's unconditional love. The father in the
story, like God, doesn’t wait to be asked twice; he runs
to his returning son, embraces him, and welcomes him
home without hesitation. God's love for us is so
profound that He sent His only Son to die for our sins
and offer us the gift of salvation. And just like the father
in the parable, God’s arms are always open—waiting to
welcome us back, to forgive us, and to restore us as
though we never left. Jesus, who loves us with perfect
love, asks us to love one another in the same way. At the
Last Supper, He commanded: “Love one another as [
have loved you.” And in Luke 6:36, He tells us plainly:
“Be merciful, just as your Father is merciful.”
Yet here we are, 2,025 years later, looking around at a
world still marred by war, violence, division, revenge,
suffering, and indifference. Despite our prayers for
unity, families are divided, religions are in conflict, and
nations are torn apart. The more we preach about love,
the more hatred seems to grow in human hearts. Even
among those who pray the Lord’s Prayer— “Forgive us
our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against
us "—there are many who refuse to forgive, including

some who are ordained to be leaders and examples of
Christ’s love. There have been moments during Mass, at
the sign of peace, when I’ve left the altar to personally
reconcile with others. I still remember embracing David
Garcia and Joe Bettencourt—a gesture that deeply
moved many and brought tears to my eyes. But there
was also a third person I approached and humbly said,
“If I offended you, will you forgive me?”” Her response,
cold and distant, was simply, “We’ll talk later.” In that
moment, [ knew I had done my part. I extended peace,
but the answer I received was not what [ hoped for. The
father in the parable didn’t say, “We’ll talk later.” He
ran. He embraced. He forgave. With peace and
forgiveness, we cannot afford to wait. We may not get
another chance. What pains me most is witnessing
people within the Church hierarchy preach mercy while
failing to live it. It doesn’t matter if you are a Pope,
Bishop, or Priest—if you cannot show mercy to
everyone, especially to your own brother, how can you
stand before God and ask for mercy yourself? Charity
begins at home. So does love. So does mercy. On this
Divine Mercy Sunday, my prayer is simple: Lord, have
mercy on those—including Church leaders—who
struggle to show mercy to their brothers. It brings to
mind Jesus’ words in Matthew 23:3, referring to the
Pharisees: “So you must obey and follow everything they
tell you to do,; do not, however, imitate their actions,
because they don’t practice what they preach.” Lord,
have Mercy on all of us!

As
Escrituras estdo repletas de referéncias a misericordia de Deus,
e todos os milagres que Jesus realizou servem como prova da
Sua divindade e da Sua compaixdo pela humanidade. Para
mim, o maior sinal da Sua misericordia encontra-se em Jodo
20:22-23. Apo6s a Sua ressurreigdo, Jesus apareceu aos
Apostolos e instituiu o Sacramento da Reconciliagdo: “Recebei
o Espirito Santo. Aqueles a quem perdoardes os pecados ser-
lhes-ao0 perdoados, e aqueles a quem os retiverdes, ser-lhes-ao
retidos”. Como confessor, lembro sempre aos penitentes que
ndo estdo num tribunal de julgamento e de castigo, mas num
tribunal de amor e misericordia. Quando alguém vem a
confissdo carregado de culpa ou frustracao pelos seus pecados,
partilho gentilmente com ele que a misericérdia de Deus ¢
infinitamente maior do que qualquer pecado que possa
cometer. Adoro os Salmos, mas um dos meus favoritos é o
Salmo 103, especialmente quando se canta: “O Senhor é bom e
misericordioso”. Eu poderia cantar este verso dia e noite. Outro
exemplo poderoso de misericordia divina encontra-se na
parabola do Filho Proédigo — um testemunho comovente do
amor incondicional de Deus. O pai da histéria, tal como Deus,
nao espera ser questionado duas vezes; corre para o seu filho
que regressa, abraga-o e recebe-o em casa sem hesitagdo. O
amor de Deus por nés ¢ tdo profundo que enviou o Seu unico
Filho para morrer pelos nossos pecados ¢ nos oferecer o dom
da salvag@o. E tal como o pai na parabola, os bragos de Deus
estdo sempre abertos, a espera de nos receber de volta, de nos
perdoar e de nos restaurar como se nunca tivéssemos partido.
Jesus, que nos ama com um amor perfeito, pede-nos que nos
amemos uns aos outros da mesma forma. Na Ultima Ceia, Ele
ordenou: “Amai-vos uns aos outros como Eu vos amei”. E em
Lucas 6:36, Ele diz-nos claramente: “Sede misericordiosos,
como também o vosso Pai ¢ misericordioso”. Mas aqui estamos
nds, 2025 anos depois, a olhar em redor para um mundo ainda
marcado pela guerra, pela violéncia, pela divisgo, pela
vinganga, pelo sofrimento e pela indiferenca. Apesar das
nossas oragoes pela unidade, as familias estdo divididas, as
religides estdo em conflito e as na¢des estdo dilaceradas.
Quanto mais pregamos sobre o amor, mais o 6dio parece
crescer nos coragdes humanos. Mesmo entre aqueles que rezam
a Orac¢do do Senhor — “Perdoai as nossas dividas, assim como
nds perdoamos a quem nos tem ofendido” — ha muitos que se
recusam a perdoar, incluindo alguns que sdo ordenados para
serem lideres e exemplos do amor de Cristo. Houve momentos
durante a missa, no sinal da paz, em que sai do altar para me
reconciliar pessoalmente com os outros. Ainda me lembro de
abragar David Garcia e Joe Bettencourt, um gesto que comoveu
profundamente muitos e trouxe-me lagrimas aos olhos. Mas
houve também uma terceira pessoa a quem me aproximei e que
humildemente disse: “Se a ofendi, perdoa-me”? A sua resposta,
fria e distante, foi simplesmente: “Falaremos mais tarde”.
Naquele momento, soube que tinha feito a minha parte. Ofereci
a paz, mas a resposta que recebi ndo foi a que eu esperava. O
pai da parabola ndo disse: “Falaremos mais tarde”. Ele correu.
Ele abragou. Ele perdoou. Com paz e perddo, ndo nos podemos
dar ao luxo de esperar. Talvez ndo tenhamos outra
oportunidade. O que mais me custa ¢é testemunhar pessoas na
hierarquia da Igreja a pregar a misericordia e a ndo a
conseguirem viver. Nao importa se ¢ Papa, Bispo ou Padre —

se ndo consegue mostrar misericordia a todos, especialmente
ao seu proprio irmdo, como pode colocar-se diante de Deus e
pedir misericordia para si? A caridade comega em casa. O
amor também. O mesmo acontece com a misericordia. Neste
Domingo da Divina Misericordia, a minha oracdo ¢ simples:
Senhor, tende misericordia daqueles — incluindo os lideres da
Igreja — que lutam por mostrar misericordia aos seus irmaos.
Isto faz-nos lembrar as palavras de Jesus em Mateus 23:3,
referindo-se aos fariseus: “Portanto, obedecei e segui tudo o
que eles disserem; contudo, ndo imitem as suas agdes, porque
eles ndo praticam o que pregam”. Senhor, tende misericordia
de todos nos!
