I've always heard it said that “those who sing scare away
evil” and that “laughter is the best medicine.” Speaking
from experience, | have no doubt about the veracity of these
sayings. Even in the series “Fantasy Island” the big man
knew this as he always told his short friend to “Smile!
Smile!” as the plane approached the island. The other
saying “sorrows don’t pay debts” also comes to mind. My
oldest sister, Teresinha, who was our second mom, told me
once that our Mom, when putting our youngest brother
Angelo to sleep, used to sing the beautiful song from church
“Santos Anjos e Arcanjos,” while crying at the same time.
On one hand she would sing out of her love, and on the
other hand from feeling exhausted from all her hard work,
having given birth to eight children and raising six. Most
mothers, I believe, often smile and sing, but at times in their
hearts they feel sadness from the sorrows that come with
their mission as mothers. No wonder when we sing that
song in our church, I feel her presence in my heart and even
before my sister shared that with me, on the Solemnity of
the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, during the
procession we did inside the church, in carrying the Blessed
Sacrament near my chest, hearing the same song being
played and sung by the choir, I got emotional and could no
longer sing along because my tears took control of my
whole being. At that moment, in silence, [ was saying to
myself “I am not worthy of having You so close to my
heart”, but at the same time I remembered His words about
Mary Magdalena that we read on Luke 7:47 “On account of
this, I say to you, that her many sins are forgiven her
because she loved much...” Sometimes it takes a fall, like
the Prodigal Son’s, to realize that without the Lord we are
miserable, and that with Him we are and have everything.
Although the Holy Scriptures do not have any reference to
the Lord ever having smiled or laughed — maybe he didn’t
have many reasons to do it — I am sure that in some of His
gatherings with the disciples, he must have had an occasion
to smile, especially when the children came to Him. Even as
a child, He had to smile with His mother, Mary, and Joseph.
After all, His smile was probably a way to hide the
disappointments He felt by the rejection of many, especially
His own people of Nazareth whose lack of faith was His
concern. Last Sunday, at our 10:30 am Mass, in Honor of
Bom Jesus Milagroso, presided by Most Reverend Jodo
Noe Rodrigues, Bishop of the Diocese of Tzaneen, in South

Africa, but a descent of parents from Madeira Island,
Portugal, I welcomed eight medical students from Portugal
— one of whom is already a Medical Doctor - who spent five
days with us and other days throughout California. Together
they form the “Grupo de Fados de Medicina do Porto.”,
This group was the first to prescribe the “Fado” for many of
our illnesses. They sang one Fado as the meditation song
during the Eucharist, and later on, sang many more at the
Portuguese Band of San Jose luncheon, to whom we are
very thankful. Many people bought their CD’s in
appreciation for their effort in sharing the beautiful and
typical Portuguese song “Fado” with us. I felt so blessed
and happy with the Mass, the Procession, the luncheon and
the show that I didn’t refuse any drinks: three grandmanier,
plenty of red wine with the meal, and three créme brulées
made by Mariana Flores, the President of the Portuguese
Band of San Jose.
