CORNER OF 28TH
I just turned 72 years
young and I look and
feel like a good bottle
of Port Wine. If Port
wine gets better with
age, so do I because at
every age one can find
beauty inside and out.
I hope to live to be my
parents’ age — mid
eighties — if God finds
me worthy of such
blessing. To some
people who judge me
by the appearance, 1
may look like
someone grumpy and
ready to explode, but
deep inside I feel like
a volcano full of love,
prompt to erupt and
contaminate everyone
around me; I feel so privileged for the blessings God has
granted me throughout my life, since my childhood, and as far
as | can remember. Even though I came from a modest and
humble family, our hardworking parents gave us the best:
food on the table, faith in God and moral values and
principles. As we approach Christmas and celebrate the birth
of Baby Jesus, my heart goes out to all the children in the
world who are victims of hate and war by adults who have
obviously forgotten they too were children before and that we
are all children of God. Sometimes I take a look at my
childhood and teenager days, and I agree with Perla, a
Brazilian singer, who sings “pequenina”, a Portuguese version
of “Chiquitita” by Abba, and says: “you are going to grow up,
what a pity, what a pity!” Perla also sings about the malice of
this world’s grown-ups and that’s why sometimes I wish I
could become a child again, avoiding the mistakes I made or
that others led me to do. Maybe for that reason some Angolan
tribes have a unique approach towards birth and death: at the
child’s birth, the family members cry and when someone dies,
regardless of the age, the family celebrates. When I asked my
Anthropology teacher for an explanation of such behavior so
different from the European way of thinking, he commented:
at the child’s birth the family members worry about the child’s
future so they cry, and when someone dies, the family
members celebrate the end of suffering and the beginning of a
new life — eternal life. It makes sense. As we get closer to
Christmas and I see Christmas trees being erected everywhere,
lights being installed on trees and on the streets, stores
decorating for the season and displaying the appropriate items
for the Holidays, and Christmas music being played on TV
and the Radio. I see the joy on the face of children, especially
when taking pictures by Christmas trees or on Santa Claus’
lap, and Perla’s words come to mind: “you are going to grow
up, what a pity, what a pity!” The children whom we bless
with so many gifts, who hear the adults greet everyone
wishing Peace on earth, Merry Christmas, Happy New Year,
and singing “what a beautiful world” will soon find out that
the beautiful world that God created for us all has become a

cruel and ugly place due to the war between nations or within
the nation. How dare we lie to our children? How dare we
offer one another wishes of a Merry Christmas, Peace on
earth, Happy New Year, when we see on the News the
thousands of children and elders die as victims of the war that
selfish leaders began? Imagine the huge pain and suffering
Jesus Christ feels in His heart seeing so much war, misery,
division, selfishness, hate, and lack of faith? Jesus, our Prince
of Peace who said to the Apostles and to us “Peace I leave
you, my peace I give you” must feel so disappointed in us, His
adult children, for the way we behave and conduct ourselves,
preaching peace and love and then practicing war and hate that
destroy lives. This Christmas, when wishing our family
members and friends a Merry Christmas, let us make an effort
to become good instruments of God’s peace and love on earth.
Let us teach our children, while we can and they are still pure
and humble, that our arms and hands are meant to bless, to
hug and to welcome, never to shoot or kill. This Christmas, let
us all be like children, and behave as Jesus says we should,
with child-like faith!

Para algumas pessoas que me julgam pela
aparéncia, posso parecer alguém mal-humorado e pronto para
explodir, mas no fundo sinto-me como um vulc@o cheio de
amor, pronto para entrar em erupgdo e contaminar todos ao
meu redor; Sinto-me muito privilegiado pelas béngdos que
Deus me concedeu ao longo da minha vida, desde a minha
infancia e desde que me lembro. Mesmo vindo de uma familia
modesta e humilde, os nossos pais trabalhadores deram-nos o
melhor: comida na mesa, fé em Deus e valores e principios
morais. A medida que nos aproximamos do Natal e celebramos
o nascimento do Menino Jesus, 0 meu corac¢do esta em todas as
criangas do mundo que sdo vitimas do 6dio e da guerra por
parte de adultos que obviamente esqueceram que também um
dia foram criangas e que somos todos filhos de Deus. As vezes
olho para a minha infancia e adolescéncia e concordo com a
Perla, cantora brasileira, que canta “pequenina”, versiao
portuguesa de “Chiquitita” do Abba, e diz: “vocé vai crescer, ai
que pena, ai que pena”! A Perla também canta sobre a maldade
dos adultos deste mundo e € por isso que as vezes desejo poder
voltar a ser crianga, evitando os erros que cometi ou que outros
me levaram a cometer. Talvez por isso algumas tribos
angolanas tenham um conceito peculiar em relagéo ao
nascimento e a morte: pelo nascimento da criancga, os
familiares choram e quando alguém morre, independentemente
da idade, a familia comemora. Quando perguntei ao meu
professor de Antropologia uma explicagdo para um
comportamento tdo diferente do pensamento europeu, ele
comentou: pelo nascimento da crianga os familiares preocupam
-se com o futuro da crianga e choram, e quando alguém morre,
os familiares comemoram o fim do sofrimento € o inicio de
uma nova vida — a vida eterna. Faz sentido. A medida que nos
aproximamos do Natal, vejo arvores de Natal sendo erguidas
por toda parte, luzes a seem instaladas nas arvores e nas ruas,
lojas a decorar para a época e exibindo os itens apropriados
para as festas, e misica de Natal a ser tocada na TV e na radio.
Vejo a alegria no rosto das criangas, principalmente ao tirar
fotos perto das arvores de Natal ou no colo do Pai Natal e
ocorrem-me as palavras da Perla: “vocé vai crescer, ai que
pena, ai que pena”! As criangas que abengoamos com tantos
presentes, que ouvem os adultos cumprimentar a todos
desejando Paz na terra, Feliz Natal, Feliz Ano Novo e cantando
“que mundo lindo” logo descobrirdo que o mundo lindo que
Deus criou para todos nos tem-se tornado num lugar cruel e
feio devido a guerra entre nag¢des ou dentro da nagdo. Como
ousamos mentir para os nossos filhos? Como ousamos desejar
uns aos outros votos de Feliz Natal, Paz na Terra, Feliz Ano
Novo, quando vemos nas noticias milhares de criangas e idosos
morrendo como vitimas da guerra que lideres egoistas
comegaram? Imaginem a enorme dor e sofrimento que Jesus
Cristo sente no Seu coragdo ao ver tanta guerra, miséria,
divisdo, egoismo, odio e falta de fé? Jesus, o nosso Principe da
Paz que disse aos Apodstolos e a nds “Deixo-vos a paz, dou-vos
a minha paz” deve sentir-se tdo desiludido connosco, Seus
filhos adultos, pela forma como agimos e nos comportamos,
pregando a paz e o amor e depois praticando a guerra e o 6dio

que destroem vidas. Neste Natal, ao desejarmos um Feliz
Natal aos nossos familiares e amigos, esforcemo-nos por nos
tornarmos bons instrumentos da paz e do amor de Deus na
terra. Ensinemos aos nossos filhos, enquanto podemos ¢ eles
ainda sdo puros e humildes, que os nossos bracos ¢ maos
servem para abengoar, abracar e acolher, nunca para disparar
ou matar. Neste Natal, sejamos todos como criangas ¢
comportemo-nos como Jesus diz que devemos, com a f¢ igual
a das criancas!
