CORNER OF 28TH
There are people, events, and things that we will never forget,
that will always be remembered throughout our lives. On the
other hand, there are some people and things that we are better
off forgetting, and simply erasing from our minds. I was
deeply shocked when, while still on vacation with my family
in Funchal, Madeira, I read on Facebook that Carlos Reis had
unexpectedly passed away at home. I felt a great sadness, as |
had always admired him for his writings and his dedication to
our community. Many people on Facebook shared that Carlos
had helped countless individuals in our community and had
made a real difference in their lives, much like my late wife,
Margie, did. Carlos and I worked for the same boss, Maria
Cabral-—whom we affectionately referred to as “Nossa
Maria”—at Carvalho Travel Agency in San Jose, across from
our church. I will never forget one evening, after a funeral
Mass, when Carlos approached me in front of our church. He
told me that although he didn’t attend our church, he truly
appreciated my homily and that he would eventually make a
contribution to our parish life. Another gesture of Carlos that
touched both my heart and my family’s was the article he
wrote in the Portuguese Tribune about my late wife Margie.
Carlos knew Margie well and was aware of the many people
she helped in countless ways. Margie was a true people
person—kind, attentive, humble, simple, and always willing to
go the extra mile to help anyone in need. Even in her final
days, from her hospice bed, Margie continued to help others,
staying on the phone with Social Services to assist a friend’s
parents. Carlos’ article was a beautiful tribute to Margie. He
expressed regret that no one had ever thought to honor the
woman who had embraced all those in need and had been
there for so many. He also suggested that some form of
acknowledgment be made in her memory now that she was no
longer with us. Though the article did not lead to any public
tribute, Carlos' words were more than enough for me and my
family. They served as a reminder that the people Margie
helped will never forget her kindness and her deeds. Upon
returning from vacation, I immediately began praying for the
repose of Carlos' soul, both on my own and as requested by
Miguel Avila from the Portuguese Tribune. Last Sunday,
Carlos' daughter, along with a few friends, surprised me by
attending our Latin Mass. She handed me a thank-you card
with a donation and the following message: “Father, thank
you for including our beloved husband, father, grandfather,
and friend, Carlos Alberto Reis, in your Mass. We are
grateful!” I told Carlos' daughter that we would continue to
pray that God grants Carlos Eternal Rest, and for his family to

find the strength and courage to cope with their grief. I will
always remember Carlos, a great man— or, as Tony Goulart
rightly called him on Facebook, “another pearl” that we’ve
lost. It would be fitting if, in the future, our community
organizes an event to celebrate his many contributions to all of
us. Carlos’ deeds speak volumes and, as Davide Vieira
reminds us at the bottom of his emails, “All you leave behind
are memories — make them good ones!” Carlos did that
therefore he will continue living in us. May his soul Rest In
Peace!
