We lose by speaking and by not speaking. Not everything is to
be said because we may say something that will have an
impact — good or bad — on others, and then come the
consequences. | will never forget some things that happened
to me at Mass. With the best intention, I asked a young lady if
she would like a blessing of her womb, to which she
immediately replied: “I am not pregnant” and that was the last
time I saw her, as well as her husband and children. When I
looked for her after Mass to apologize, she had vanished —
maybe even before the final blessing. The damage was done,
but the Lord knew that although she felt insulted, I acted in
good faith and with a great intention. On another day, during a
baptism, I asked a young couple attending if they were our
parishioners, and the lady immediately said “Yes! We attend
the 9 am English Sunday Mass!” Again, I may have scared
them off because I haven’t seen them since then! The world is
full of intentions, good and bad, so sometimes it is better to
keep our mouth shut because, when we least expect it, we
could easily get into trouble. A friend, who is a former cook,
once shared with me that some people say that I should be
silent, and I replied: “that is like me telling you that you
shouldn’t cook.” I am sure that he understood the analogy.
Many things are said when gossiping — unfortunately more
negative than positive. Prov. 26:20 gives us a great
prescription: “Without wood a fire goes out; without a gossip
a quarrel dies down.” I have learned my lessons the hard way
back when I did radio and had a weekly commentary on
Fridays, at 6pm — Corner of 33rd. On those days, | made some
people angry — even one of my bosses — and many enemies,
but that never stopped me from saying what I felt needed to be
said. I must say that I had more supporters who encouraged
me, than critics who put me down. Of course, only those who
don’t do anything are never subject to criticism or censorship.
Even today, with my weekly Corner of 28th, I am either
applauded or rebuked. Not everybody likes to hear the truth —
the truth hurts. People affected by the writings do not like to
be reminded of the damage they did or that others did but they
strongly defend, regardless of their behaviors or intentions.
The Pharisees had exactly the same way of thinking so Jesus
continuously reprimanded them and called them “hypocrites.”
A few years ago, | wrote an article regretting the indifference
toward our parish and me as its pastor, at a ceremony when
some people were praised, but none of our parish committee
members who work very hard were acknowledged. Our
parishioners who were present with me felt offended, with
reason. Some people think that they are the untouchable and
that regardless of what they do, no one has the right to protest
or oppose, and that is wrong. I have experienced many
occasions of unjust decisions, behaviors, or comments by
people from all sectors of life — religious, government,
academic — that tempted me to burst and tell them off, but then
I realize that
sometimes it is
better to be quiet.
In Prov. 26:4 we
read: “Do not
answer a fool
according to his
folly or you will
be just like him”

and Prov. 17:28 says: “Even fools are thought wise if they
keep silent and discerning if they hold their tongues.” That is
what led me not to say a word about the behavior of the
delegation members accompanying the President of Portugal
when visiting our church and attending Mass, who dropped a
wrapped up box in the back of the church before going to the
reception at IES. Later, after the reception where I was
referred to as a “dangerous preacher” by the President himself
— he is not to be blamed — I regretted that the box had not been
handed to me at Mass when I handed them all our Parish
Centennial book. I am proud to be a dangerous preacher who
speaks the truth, and I understand Jesus’ frustration with the
hypocrisy of Governments when saying: “My Kingdom is not
from this world!”

Perdemos por falar e por ndo falar. Nem tudo se quer dito porque
podemos dizer alguma coisa que tera um impacto — bom ou mau —
nos outros, ¢ depois virdo as consequéncias. Jamais esquecerei
algumas coisas que me aconteceram na missa. Com a melhor das
intengdes, perguntei a uma jovem se ela gostaria de receber a
béncdo do seu ventre, ao que ela imediatamente respondeu: “Nao
estou gravida” e essa foi a tltima vez que a vi, assim como o
marido e filhos. Quando a procurei, depois da missa, para lhe
pedir desculpa, ela tinha desaparecido — talvez mesmo antes da
béngdo final. O dano estava feito, mas o Senhor sabia que,
embora ela se sentisse insultada, agi de boa fé e com boa
intengdo. Outro dia, durante um batismo, perguntei a um jovem
casal presente se eram nossos paroquianos ¢ a senhora disse 0go:
“Sim! Participamos da missa dominical em inglés as 9h da
manha!” De novo, posso té-los assustado pois ndo os vi desde
entdo! O mundo esta cheio de intengdes, boas e mas, por isso as
vezes ¢ melhor manter a boca fechada porque, quando menos
esperamos, podemos facilmente ter problemas. Um amigo, que é
ex-cozinheiro, partilhou um dia comigo que algumas pessoas
dizem que eu deveria estar calado, e eu respondi: “isso ¢ como se
eu te dissesse que ndo deverias cozinhar”. Tenho a certeza de que
ele entendeu a analogia. Muitas coisas se dizem nos mexericos —
infelizmente mais negativas do que positivas. O Prov. 26:20 da-
nos uma grande receita: “Sem lenha apaga-se o fogo; sem
mexerico a briga acaba”. Aprendi as minhas licdes da maneira
mais dificil quando fazia radio e fazia comentarios semanais as
sextas-feiras, as 6h da tarde — o Canto da 33. Nesses dias, irritei
algumas pessoas — até mesmo um dos meus patrdes — e muitos
inimigos, mas isso nunca me impediu de dizer o que achava que
tinha de ser dito. Devo dizer que tive mais apoiadores que me
encorajaram do que criticos que me rebaixaram. E claro que s6
quem nao faz nada nunca esta sujeito a criticas ou censura. Ainda
hoje, com o meu Canto semanal da 28, ou sou aplaudido ou
repreendido. Nem toda a gente gosta de ouvir a verdade — a
verdade doi. As pessoas afetadas pelos escritos ndo gostam de ser
lembradas dos danos que causaram ou que outros causaram mas
que defendem fortemente, independentemente dos seus
comportamentos ou intengdes. Os Fariseus tinham exatamente o
mesmo modo de pensar, por isso Jesus ccontinuamemte 0s
repreendia e os chamava de “hipdcritas”. Ha alguns anos, escrevi
um artigo lamentando a indiferenga para com a nossa paroquia e
para comigo como paroco, numa cerimonia em que algumas
pessoas foram elogiadas, mas nenhum dos membros da nossa
comissdo paroquial, que trabalham muito, foi reconhecido. Os
nossos paroquianos que estavam presentes comigo sentiram-se
ofendidos, com razdo. Algumas pessoas pensam que sao
intocaveis e que, independentemente do que fagam, ninguém tem
o direito de protestar ou de se opor, e isso ¢ errado. Ja vivi muitas
ocasides de decisdes, comportamentos ou comentarios injustos
por parte de pessoas de todos os sectores da vida — religioso,
governamental, académico — que me tentaram a explodir ¢ a
repreendé-las, mas depois percebo que as vezes é melhor ficar
calado. Em Prov. 26:4 lemos: “Nao respondas ao tolo segundo a
sua insensatez, ou seras igual a ele” e Prov. 17:28 diz: “Até os
tolos ser@o considerados sabios se permanecerem calados, e
sensatos se refrearem a lingua”. Foi isso que me levou a ndo dizer
uma palavra sobre o comportamento dos membros da comitiva
que acompanhavam o Presidente de Portugal quando visitaram a
nossa igreja e assistiram a missa, que deixaram cair uma caixa
embrulhada ao fundo da igreja antes de se dirigirem a recepgdo na
IES. Mais tarde, depois da recepg@o onde fui chamado de
“pregador perigoso” pelo proprio Presidente — ele ndo tem culpa —

lamentei que a caixa ndo me tivesse sido entregue na missa
quando entreguei a todos o nosso livro do Centenario da
Pardquia. Prezo-me de ser um pregador perigoso que diz a
verdade, e entendo a frustragdo de Jesus com a hipocrisia dos
Governantes ao dizer: “O meu Reino nio é deste mundo!”
