CORNER OF 28TH
Sometimes I think the Lord send us to certain places for a
purpose, and often to make a difference in peoples’ lives. It
happened to me on Monday, Memorial Day Holiday. As I was
in my front garden picking up roses to take to my wife and my
parents’ tombs, at Calvary Cemetery, this young couple
walked towards the front of the church. The young man was
wearing a graduation robe with the name of “Yerba Buena
High School” on it. I congratulated him and suggested they
took pictures by the roses in our rectory’s front yard. To my
surprise, they were actually hoping to go inside the church to
pray and take pictures, what was a wonderful idea. He said
that he had been inside our church for a Quinceanera Mass
that I presided at, and found the church to be beautiful. I
couldn’t resist and offered to open the church for them and
they were very thankful. Meanwhile, Champion arrived and
offered to lead them inside the church while I went to Calvary
Cemetery as I had planned. As I walked back to the rectory, I
saw a small silver piece of jewelry on the floor that said
“2024.” I didn’t pay much attention to it thinking they no
longer needed it. When I came home from the Cemetery, I
parked in my garage, and noticed the young couple walking
back and forth on side of the church. I asked them if they were
looking for the “2024” silver piece and they said “Yes”. At the
moment, [ was holding a Memorial Day chocolate mousse
cake, but walked to them and said “follow me” and, while
pointing to the ground, I said: “there!” The young lady said:
“we walked by here many times and didn’t see it” and I said:
“Maybe God wanted us to cross paths again.” They were so
thankful and then I said: “Please take this cake to celebrate the
Memorial Day Holiday and your Graduation, and thank you
for choosing our church for your graduation pictures!” They
said “Are you sure you want to give us the cake” and I said
“Yes, the cake and a blessing: May God bless you both in the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit!” I
felt great, but went back to the refrigerator and got myself
another cake — not for me... since I am diabetic — but for the
guests of mine who had dinner with me later that afternoon. It
was just one of those encounters that happened because God
planned it that way, just like the one the evening before when
I was walking around the rectory and the church: when
approaching the corner of 28th street, a Chinese man who was
about to cross the street, came to me and, bowing down, said:
“Please, father, give me a blessing!” Also, a few years ago, a
family attended our Vigil Mass and a lady asked me to anoint
her 96 years old dad who was present. During Mass, I went to
the pew where he was, surrounded by his daughter and grand
kids, I blessed him and administered the Sacrament of the
Anointing of the sick. Suddenly, I begged him to give me a

blessing, something he didn’t expect. I bowed down and, with
a trembling voice and teary eyes, he gave me the most
beautiful blessing prayer in Spanish. In one of my pilgrimages
to Europe, I had three requests for blessings: In Lourdes,
walking the Stations of the Cross, a French lady asked me to
bless a couple of religious items she had bought for her
grandson. A few days later, at a market, in Italy, a German
couple asked me to bless the souvenirs they had just
purchased. In the plane, flying from Toulouse to Rome, the
stewardess from Senegal, asked me for a blessing, the first
blessing I gave inside a plane and during a flight. For these
opportunities of which I may not be worthy, I feel so
privileged to people, and so thankful to the Lord, our God!
