CORNER OF 28TH
I love all the Solemnities that we celebrate in our Liturgy year
after year, but the Ascension of the Lord that we celebrate
today is among my favorite ones because with His Ascension,
the Lord opened up for us the doors of Heaven. I have often
pictured myself right there, among Apostles, disciples and
many other people, to witness the Lord’s Ascension into
Heaven, a departure of which He had talked to His Apostles at
length. I wonder if His mother and the beloved disciple were
also in the crowd, and whether or not He hugged John and
kissed Mary and if so, what did He say to each of them and
what were their reactions and emotions. On the other hand,
because He had made it clear that He had to go back to the
Father but that He would not only send the Consoler, but that
He would come back to take them — and us — to Himself, so
those who witnessed His Ascension knew that such home
going was for the good of humanity. In fact, His departure
reminds me of the immigrant who leaves his homeland, his
house, often his family and friends, in search of a better future
for himself and his family members, and later he starts
sending money and clothes to help his wife and the children
that stayed in the old country, but counting on his help to
make a difference and to improve their lives. Sometimes this
immigrant would return to his family and his homeland, years
later, but in a stable financil position to provide his family
with a better future. In other cases, the immigrant would send
for his family members who would then join him in the
foreign country. In summary, by ascending into Heaven, the
Lord did not go to a foreign Kingdom — He returned to where
He had come from — but He promised to take to Himself those
who would fulfill His will, also promising His sons and
daughters a dwelling place, in Heaven, not made by human
hands. And what a coincidence: today is also Mother’s Day
here in the United States, and the first human being to go
through the Gates of Heaven that He unlocked for us was His
own mother, the Virgin Mary. What a privilege for us to
imagine her entrance in His own son’s Kingdom where she
was crowned as Queen of Heaven and Earth. As I wrote about
this I was reminded of the many mothers who have also
entered the same Gates of Heaven and, in my case, my mother
Ana, my mother-in-law Shirley, and the mother of my
children, Margie. The Virgin Mary, our Heavenly mother, out
of love for us, her sons and daughters, appeared to three
children in Fatima, Portugal, on May 13, 1917, the reason why
tomorrow we will dedicate an evening Mass to honor her with
a candlelight procession and the praying of the rosary. Like
any mother on earth, she loves us and wants the best for us,
specially our salvation. Her apparitions throughout the world
and her specific requests in her messages are the result of the
great love she has for her Son, Jesus, Whom she followed, and
for us, and that is why we truly believe in her great power of
interceding for e —
us — “pray for
us, sinners...”
we say when
praying the
rosary. On this
meaningful
Solemnity of
the Ascension,
Mother’s Day,

and the day before we honor Our Lady of Fatima — the role
model for all women and especially mothers - I wish to do a
special toast to all living mothers of the world, among them
Christina Banderas, my daughter, Nicole Davidson and Denise
Barcelos, the mothers of my grandsons Lucas and Maverick
Silveira, respectively, wishing them all a Happy Mother’s Day
here on earth. To all mothers whom the Lord called to
Himself, among them my mom, Ana Silveira, my mother-in-
law, Shirley Teixeira, and my wife and mother of my children,
Margie Silveira: may they Rest In Peace, and may they
intercede for us in Heaven where we will see them again. To
all of them, a Happy Mother’s Day in Heaven!
