CORNER OF 28TH
Everything in life is subject to
some risk. To live is a blessing
but it is also a risk especially if
we act in an irresponsible way
contrary to God’s will and His
word. Regardless of our career
or vocation, risk is always
around the corner, so are the
temptations of not doing our job
in a dignifying way. Being a
priest is also risky, as my
youngest brother Angelo
reminded me of this in 2011,
after my wife had gone home to
be with the Lord. At that time I
admitted that it was a risk
worthy of taking and it has been
now ten years. Only God knows how many more He will find
me worthy of serving Him. Among paper clippings and notes
that I keep as potential topics for my Corner, I found two that
came from different sources but teach us great lessons. The
first one, from “Our Lady of Fatima’s 2010 Almanac” is
entitled “The risk of being pastor” and that I share: “At the
entrance of a church, somewhere in Chile, someone found a
sheet with this tasty text about the pastor’s action: If he
preaches ten minutes, he never ends! If he talks of
contemplation, he is flying! If he discusses social topics, he’s
involved in politics! If he works, he has nothing to do! If he is
worried about the parish, he is not pledged to the world! If he
has long hair, he is a revolutionary! If he has it short, he is old
fashioned! If he marries and baptizes everyone, he skittles
away the Sacraments! If he is demanding, he pushes the
believers away! If he is in the church, he abandons the
parishioners! If he makes house calls, he abandons the parish!
If he promotes social gatherings, he does nothing in the
parish! If he begins church projects, he wastes money! If not,
he abandons everything! If he starts a Parish Council, he is
being controlled! If he does not have a Parish Council, he is an
individualist! If he is young, he has no experience! If he is
asked to form three choir groups, because the city is huge - he
does not authorize because he wants peace - he is a big fool
and considers himself intelligent. If he is reminded that the
Committees must be renewed — he does not accept because he
is a huge reformer. If he is old, he should retire! IF... But
when he leaves or dies, he really was irreplaceable.” Nobody
can please everybody, nor even the pastor! The other clipping
is from “O Clarim”, a monthly bulletin, about a young man
and a priest: “A young man approaches a priest and says:
father, I will not go to church anymore! And the priest asks:
Can you tell me why? The young man replies: Because, on
one hand I see someone talk bad about others and, on the other
hand, there is another one who does not read well, the choir is
out of tune; people are always touching their cell phones
during Mass not to mention some selfish and disdainful
behaviors outside the church... The priest argues: you are
right! But before stop coming to church, I would like for you
to do me a favor: take a glass full of water and walk around
the church three times without dropping a drip on the ground.
Then, you can stop going to church. The young man accepted
the challenge. He walked around the church three times, as the

priest asked. When he was finished he went to the priest.
Done, father! And the priest asked: While walking with the
glass of water, did you notice if someone was taking bad about
others? And the young man said: No. Did you see if someone
was being inconvenient with other church visitors? No, the
boy said. And did you notice if someone was busy with the
cell phone? No. And the priest concluded: I tell you why:
because you were focused on the glass, in order not to spill
water! In life, it is the same thing. When our heart is
concentrated on Jesus, we have no time to notice other
people’s faults. Whoever abandons the church because of
faults and sins of Christians is because he never truly entered
the house of Jesus.” How about you: are you focusing on
Jesus?
