CORNER OF 28TH
I cannot believe we are a little over 3 months away from
Christmas 2024! I guess the older we get, the faster time
seems to pass or, as people say, “time flies when we are
having fun!” Today is the first day of September, and it
reminds me of two songs, the first one in Portuguese, with a
French title, “Au revoir, Sylvie* by Duo Ouro Negro whose
lyrics begin like this "September is here, we are going to break
apart, summer has ended and we will say ‘au revoir’. She is
leaving to Paris, and I will stay behind, I will be unhappy, and
Sylvie I’ll remember...”. The other one, in English, is
“September Morn” by Neil Diamond. I love these two songs
that make me appreciate the month of September which
begins today and will end on the 30th. My uncle Jodo Cravo,
my mom’s brother, told me once that he was afraid of Fall and
Winter because most deaths occur in these two seasons. But if
we are prepared to face the Lord, and have Christ in our
hearts, then we should not fear death. September is here. The
season is getting ready to change. Kids are back in school. The
wind has picked up and leaves will soon begin to fall. The
days will shorten, and the nights will become longer. During
this season, some people feel down or even depressed because
of the lack of being outside in the nice and sunny weather.
Their vitamin D which comes from the sun begins to decline,
and they begin to stay inside more and more. In life, we too
will have to go through different seasons. Some seasons of
pruning, where God removes things or people from our lives
that may not be good company or influences. Sometimes we
have to go through a cold winter, where we feel we are in the
darkness, where God feels distant, we lose a loved one or
become ill. Our favorite seasons are those of life, the seasons
of sunshine and fruitfulness, where everyone seems happy,
birds are chirping, and the sun always seems to shine. As any
farmer would tell you, each season is necessary in order to
grow the fruit and vegetables that we so enjoy. I have even
heard a farmer say the greater the winter the greater the fruit.
When the storm comes, the trees have to hold on tighter and
dig deeper in order to stay firm and continue producing fruit.
We too can be like these trees. As life throws us unexpected
wind and bad weather, we need to dig deep onto the rock of
our salvation. Jesus, our vitamin “J,” Is the One who sustains
us during these different seasons. As we continue to care for
our trees in our gardens, so too we need to continue to care for
our souls. Spending time in God’s Word, with other fellow
Christians, in church, and in prayer in order to continue
producing the fruits of the spirit mentioned in Galatians 5:22.
We don’t have to be stuck in our old ways of thinking, and let
