John Henry Newman, Proclaimed Doctor of the Church by Pope
Leo XIV

In recent days, we received the joyful news that Cardinal Newman has
been proclaimed a Doctor of the Church. But what exactly does it
mean to be a Doctor of the Church, and who are they?

Normally, we associate the title “Doctor” with those who have attained
high academic degrees such as a Ph.D. However, is that a
requirement for being proclaimed a Doctor of the Church? Not at all.

The proclamation of a Doctor of the Church is primarily related to a
person’s holiness of life and profound knowledge of Sacred Scripture
and theology. Through their writings, they leave behind a theological
and spiritual legacy that contributes to the sanctification of the faithful.
The Church has clear criteria by which someone may be given this
title:

A high degree of holiness: Their witness has had a lasting impact,
and continues to positively influence the lives of those who
encounter their story, especially in the pursuit of holiness.

Eminent doctrine: Their works are of great importance and have
significantly contributed to Catholic thought.

Proclamation by the Church: This recognition is given by the Holy
Father or defined by a Council.

Throughout the entire history of the Church, only 38 saints have

received this title — 4 women and 34 men. Below is a list of their

names and principal works, which may serve as valuable spiritual,

theological, or even simply informative reading:

This most recent addition, Cardinal St. John Henry Newman, was
originally an Anglican priest in England who converted to Roman
Catholicism. He was later made a cardinal by Pope Leo Xl in 1879.
He was beatified by Pope Benedict XVI on September 19, 2010,
canonized by Pope Francis on October 13, 2019, and most recently
proclaimed a Doctor of the Church on July 31, 2025 by Pope Leo XIV.
He was the founder of the Catholic University of Ireland and served for
some time as its rector.
Pope Benedict XVI also recalled that “Newman’s teaching on prayer
explains how the faithful Christian places himself definitively at the
service of the one true Master, who alone has the right to our
unconditional devotion (cf. Mt 23:10). Newman helps us understand
what this means in our daily lives. He tells us that our divine Master
has given each of us a specific task — a ‘definite service’ entrusted
uniquely to each person:

‘God has created me to do Him some definite service. | have my
mission. | may never know it in this life, but | shall be told it in the
next. | am a link in a chain, a bond of connection between persons.
He has not created me for naught. | shall do good; | shall do His
work. | shall be an angel of peace, a preacher of truth in my own
place... if | do but keep His commandments and serve Him in my
calling.”

John Henry Newman, proclamado doutor da Igreja pelo Papa Ledo XIV
Nés Ultimos dias tivemos o conhecimento de que o Cardeal Newman foi
proclamado doutor da Igreja. Mas o que sdo os Doutores da Igreja e quem s&o?

Criador da Universidade Catdlica na Irlanda e por algum tempo reitor da mesma.
O Papa Bento XVI recordou também que “o ensinamento de John Henry
Newman sobre a oragdo explica como o fiel cristdo se colocou de modo
definitivo ao servigo do Unico verdadeiro Mestre, e s6 Ele tem o direito a nossa
devogao incondicional (cf. Mt 23, 10). Newman ajuda-nos a compreender o que
isto significa na nossa vida quotidiana: diz-nos que o nosso Mestre divino
atribuiu uma tarefa especifica a cada um de nds, um «servico bem definido»,
confiado unicamente a cada individuo:

“Eu tenho a minha miss&o — escrevia — sou um elo numa corrente, um vinculo
de ligagédo entre as pessoas. Ele ndo me criou para nada. Praticarei o bem,
realizarei a sua obra; serei um anjo de paz, um pregador de verdade
precisamente no meu lugar... se o fizer obedecerei aos seus mandamentos e
servi-lo-ei na minha vocagdo (Newman, Meditations and devotions, 301-2)."

Meu Salvador: ponho-me agora na Tua presenga, mas sei que j& estou diante
de Ti todo o tempo. Adoro-te aqui presente como Deus e como homem, em
alma e corpo, em verdadeira carne e sangue. Creio firmemente que me ajoelho
diante da mesma Sagrada Humanidade que foi concebida no ventre de Maria e
repousou no seu seio, que cresceu até os doze anos, realizou milagres e
pronunciou palavras de sabedoria e paz, que ao devido tempo carregou a cruz,
jazeu no sepulcro, ressuscitou da morte e agora reina no céu. Eu Te louvo e
bendigo, e me entrego completamente a Ti, que és o verdadeiro Pao de minha
alma e minha alegria eterna.
