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Catechesis — A Process of Renewal in the Church

After a time of rest, often marked by trips back to our homeland,
reunions with family members not seen for a long while, celebrations
in places that are a reminder of our roots, outings, and many other
activities, we now return to our daily routine and resume many of the
practices that are part of our Christian life - especially catechesis. For
this reason, I decided to share in this bulletin a reflection on the depth
of the Church’s mission, of which we are all a part, recalling in
particular how catechesis remains central to evangelization and to the
continuation of the faith lived and passed on by our ancestors.

With this in mind, and so that each of us may reflect on our real role
in the life of the Church, I bring to you a short passage from the
General Directory for Catechesis, published by the Pontifical Council
for the Promotion of the New Evangelization. It challenges each of
us, personally and as a community, to collaborate in this mission of
the Church in a clear and concrete way here in our Parish of Five
Wounds.

I share with you this excerpt, which will serve as a basis for
reflection in the weeks ahead:

“The Church finds herself before a ‘new stage of evangelization,’
because even in this change of era the risen Lord continues to make
all things new (cf. Rev 21:5). Our time is complex, marked by
profound transformations, and in Churches of ancient tradition, often
affected by distance from the experience of faith and of ecclesial life.
The very ecclesial journey bears the marks of difficulty and the need
for spiritual, moral, and pastoral renewal. Yet the Holy Spirit
continues to awaken in people a thirst for God, and in the Church, a
new fervor, new methods, and new expressions for the proclamation
of the Good News of Jesus Christ. (...) To evangelize does not mean
to occupy territory, but to awaken spiritual processes in the lives of

people (...).

Catechesis is an act of the Church, born from the missionary mandate
of the Lord (cf. Mt 28:19-20). True to its very name, its aim is to
make the proclamation of His Paschal Mystery resound continually
in the heart of every person, so that their life may be transformed. As
a dynamic and complex reality at the service of the Word of God,
catechesis accompanies, educates, and forms in faith and for faith,
introduces to the celebration of the Mystery, and sheds light on
human life and history. Embracing all these aspects harmoniously,
catechesis expresses the richness of its essence and makes its specific
contribution to the pastoral mission of the Church.

Catechesis, a privileged stage of the process of evangelization, is
generally directed to those who have already received the first
proclamation of the faith. It fosters processes of initiation, growth,
and maturation in faith. However, while it may still be useful to
distinguish conceptually between pre-evangelization, initial
proclamation, catechesis, and ongoing formation, in today’s context
these distinctions are no longer always clear. On the one hand, many
who request the sacraments or have already received them often lack
a living experience of faith or an understanding of its power and
warmth. On the other hand, a merely formal proclamation, reduced to
the dry presentation of concepts, cannot lead to a true understanding
of faith, which is above all a new horizon of life that opens through
encounter with the Lord Jesus.

At the heart of every process of catechesis is the living encounter
with Christ. ‘“The definitive aim of catechesis is to put people not
only in touch, but in communion, in intimacy with Jesus Christ: only
He can lead us to the love of the Father in the Spirit and make us
share in the life of the Holy Trinity.” Communion with Christ is the
center of Christian life, and therefore the center of catechetical
action. Catechesis seeks to form people who come to know Jesus
Christ and His Gospel of saving freedom ever more deeply, who live

a profound encounter with Him, and who choose His way of life and
His own sentiments (cf. Phil 2:5), committing themselves to continue
His mission—the proclamation of the Kingdom of God—in the
historical situations in which they live.” (General Directory for
Catechesis, Pontifical Council for the Promotion of the New
Evangelization, 2020)

The challenge the Church places before us is great: both a challenge
and a commitment! For this reason, we cannot remain indifferent—
we are all called to engage wholeheartedly!

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A catequese - processo de renovagio da Igreja

Depois de um periodo de férias, no qual muitas vezes envolto em
viagens para a terra natal, envolvido com as familias que ha tempos
que ndo se viam, com festas nos locais que sdio sempre uma referéncia
das origens, de passeios, entre muitas outras ocupagdes, retomamos o
dia a dia, e retomamos muitas das atividades que fazem parte da nossa
vida cristd, especialmente a catequese. Dai resolver trazer para este
Bulletin, a profundidade da missdo da Igreja, da qual todos somos
parte, relembrando sobretudo a catequese como meio fulcral da
evangelizagdo e de continuidade da fé que os nossos antepassados
viveram e nos transmitiram.

Deste modo, e para que cada um possa refletir sobre o seu papel real
na vida da Igreja trago para todos um pequeno excerto do Diretdrio
Geral para a Catequese, do Conselho Pontificio para a Promogdo da
Nova Evangelizagiio, o qual nos desafia a todos e a cada um
pessoalmente colaborar nesta missdo da Igreja, de forma clara e
concreta na nossa Paroquia das Cinco Chagas.

Partilho convosco uma pequena parte do documento que servira de
base de reflexdo para os proximos tempos:

“A lgreja encontra-se diante de uma «nova etapa evangelizadora»
porque também nesta mudanga de época o Senhor ressuscitado
continua a fazer novas todas as coisas (cf. Ap 21,5). O nosso tempo €
complexo, atravessado por alteragdes profundas e, nas Igrejas de
antiga tradi¢do, fica muitas vezes marcado por fendémenos de
afastamento da experiéncia de f€ e da experiéncia eclesial. O préprio
caminho eclesial fica marcado por dificuldades e por exigéncias de
renovagdo espiritual, moral e pastoral. Ainda assim, o Espirito Santo
continua a suscitar nos homens a sede de Deus e, na Igreja, um novo
fervor, novos métodos e novas expressdes para o anincio da Boa
Nova de Jesus Cristo. (...) Evangelizar ndo significa ocupar um
territorio, mas suscitar processos espirituais na vida das pessoas(...)

A catequese é um ato de natureza eclesial, que brotou do mandato
missiondrio do Senhor (cf. Mt 28,19-20) e que, como indica o seu
proprio nome, tende a fazer ressoar continuamente o antincio da sua
Pascoa no coragdo de cada homem, para que a sua vida seja
transformada. Sendo uma realidade dindmica e complexa ao servigo
da Palavra de Deus, ela acompanha, educa e forma na fé e para a fé,
introduz a celebragdo do Mistério, ilumina e interpreta a vida e a
histéria humana. Integrando harmonicamente estas caracteristicas, a
catequese exprime a riqueza da sua esséncia € di o seu contributo
especifico para a missdo pastoral da Igreja.

A catequese, etapa privilegiada do processo de evangelizagio,
destina-se geralmente as pessoas que ja receberam o primeiro anincio,
e em cujo intimo ela promove os processos de iniciagdo, crescimento e
amadurecimento na fé. No entanto, ¢ verdade que, se ainda ¢ til a
distingdo concetual entre pré-evangelizagdo, primeiro-anincio,
catequese e formagfo permanente, no contexto atual ja ndo ¢ possivel
assinalar essa diferenga. De facto, por um lado, quem hoje pede os
sacramentos ou ja os recebeu, muitas vezes ndo tem uma experiéncia
de fé explicita ou ndo conhece a sua forga e o seu calor.

Por outro lado, um anincio formal que se limite a crua enunciagao dos
conceitos da fé ndo permite uma compreensdo dessa mesma fé, que
consiste pelo contrario num novo horizonte de vida que se abre a
partir do encontro com o Senhor Jesus.

No centro de cada processo de catequese estd o0 encontro vivo com
Cristo. «A finalidade definitiva da catequese € a de fazer que alguém
se ponha nfio apenas em contacto, mas em comunh&o, em intimidade
com Jesus Cristo: somente ele pode levar ao amor do Pai no Espirito e
fazer-nos participar na vida da Santissima Trindade». A comunhdo
com Cristo é o centro da vida cristd e, por conseguinte, o centro da
agflo catequética. A catequese estd orientada para formar pessoas que

conhegam cada vez melhor Jesus Cristo e o seu Evangelho de
salvagdo libertadora, que vivam um encontro profundo com Ele € que
escolham o seu estilo de vida e os seus proprios sentimentos (cf. Fl
2,5), comprometendo-se a realizar a missdo de Cristo, ou seja, o
anuncio do Reino de Deus, nas situagdes histéricas em que vivem.”
